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Introduction
The Eizidis, always have been talking about a magic
book called Al-Jalwa and another in the name of
Miscehaft Rash, which contain all the information
about the religion and history, and in them existed
the key that will solve their dilemma and all their
mysteries for them, so they have been searching for
them restlessly everywhere, not to mention the empty
allegations, that the foreigners have deliberately
hidden and forged them, and the goals of others in
that, although they have another book known and
under hand but they did not see it and it did not solve
for them a single mystery other than the absolute
secrecy surrounding it, and although their memorized
texts and their inherited oral heritage, have made
clear to them every little and big of the religion, and
it has presented to them and is still providing the
details of their history, if they believe it, and if they
do not believe, so what is their need to an alleged

book which foreigners have falsified as they wished?
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the strange thing in the matter, is that the Muslims are
more eager than the Eizidis to search for it and reveal
its contents, but for a different goal, that is to confirm
their false claim that the Eizidis were an Islamic group
that deviated from the Islamic teachings of Sheikhadi
after his death, but here in Miscehat Rash, which we
found recently, and thanks to God, that Sheikhadi has
come from Levant only to warn against Islam and
Muslims, and the other two appends (Jews and
Christiansy have been appended from the context and
do not mean anything, neither fear from them at all,
nor warn until today, even though they are two
Abrahamic religions vehemently oppose the Eizidis,
Islam agreed them openly, and fought them secretly'.
After the attack of ISIS 2014 and the spread of the
name of the Eizidis in all the world, the lost Eizidish

books had more importance and greater interest in

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them by the researchers, and the search for them did
not stop until the Internet brought them out from
under the seventh layer of the earth, but they neither
added an iota to the known nor revealed a single
secret from the unknown, neither in religion nor in
history, that made the Eizidis reject them as they had
been fallen into foreign hands that had manipulated
their content a lot, but I received them with joy and
gladness, for they denied everything they have said
and supported everything we have revealed, they did
not add anything to the known, but they became a
historical document and a living witness to the
known that we have uncovered and clarified since
2004 in our al-Muntazar book, and the Eizidis were
not convinced. As for the Muslims, they were also
disappointed, because they proved the opposite for
them, with their content that is very far from Islam, as
they attributed them to Sheikhadi himself and Sheikh
Hassan, they reject them because of the weakness of

the language that the two Sheikhs were fluent in,
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according to their assumptions, but I also found the
opposite in them too, their language is the language
of the Eizidis, the Arabized Kurds of Mosul, it is a
little more eloquent than the current dialect of
Bashiga and Bahzani, and this is a normal matter, as
the writer was reforming his language as much as he
could to be better than the spoken vernacular, and
there is nothing in the two books that is not verbally
circulating among the Eizidis partially or completely
although it 1s in a weak Arabized language as we
mentioned before, and due to the transmission,
reproduction or translation by the non-Eizidi
eloquents, many of the phrases of Miscehaft Rash
have been refined and corrected, not to mention the
eloquent additions they added to it with their own
offensive intentions to the Fizidis to provoke more
hatred and hostility against them between the
surrounding, this is very clear, in its many rough
expressions.

The Eizidis were not able to write down anything
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freely about their beliefs or their history, nor were
they able to preserve anything they wrote, and for this
very reason the two books do not contain any explicit
or useful information, as the falling into the hands of
the enemies is an expected matter, and it was
happened. Amin Zaki has talked about three Kurdish
books in defending the Zoroastrian religion in the
third century AH, all disappeared due to its falling
into the hands of the enemies or its owners converted
to Islam, then they threw them away, as we see now
in the reality of the Kurds that 95% of them are now
Muslims, as they were the ones who wrote those
books before Islam became entrenched in them over
centuries so they threw them away, Fakhradin
mentioned three other books that were also lost, in
addition to a large number of Mishoors of the Peers
from the time of the Saints, they were all lost, it did
not survive from them unscathed except for the
Mishoor of Khati Pissi the only one that contains very

important news from the time of the Saints, while the
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book of Al-Jalwa, which is alleged to be from the
same period, does not contain anything that indicates
that it was written in that period, as it doesn't
mention any of the Khasses surrounding Sheikh
Hasan who participated with him in the establishment
of the Eizidi religion, and there is not any phrase from
a religious text in it, nor a historical paragraph, nor a
hint, even from far to the Eizidis or Dasinids or Kurds
or any other name by which they were named, as he
was the active member among them and they were
his surroundings, and never mentioned Yazid bin
Muawiyah, whom he was establishing an active call
among the Dassinites of Mosul in his name. For this
reason it seems to me that the book was written at a
late time, and any Khass has not witnessed it at all,
that is, after the demise of the Abbasid state and after
the advent of Holagu in 656 AH, at the beginning of
the foggy period that extended for about 300 years.
The book is a true image of what was going on in that

terrifying atmosphere and the dangerous situation in
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which the Eizidis were living, a troubled religious
perception even after the demise of the Abbasid
Islamic Caliphate rule. This is how the situation was,
and this was the atmosphere in which the book was
written, and this was how it fell into the hands of the
foreigners, that allowed wide scope for interference
and distortion of meanings and adding meanings that
were not existed in the origin, although I do not see
anything of such historical or religious value in it
neither added nor deleted.

It is a disappointing book, but its focus on Tausi
Malak leaves no room for doubt that it is a book for
the Eizidi Dassinites only, these two terrifying infidel
names, so the book was completely devoid of them as
if they have nothing to do with them, even its alleged
writer Sheikh Hassan who was living among them in
625 AH, as if he was born centuries after the events of
the emergence of the Eizidi religion, in which he was
a prominent member, this if he was its actual writer,

as he did not hint at the slightest reference to any of
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these hot events, nor to Lalish nor other than Lalish,
from the places of his social religious activity scene.

The Saying of the Jalwa (i Jax Ja3) 1s a religious
Saying that we do not know its composer, it is
specifically devoted to confirm the existence of the
book of Jalwa and its description, ascribed to Sheikh
Hasan, it contains religious information and the
names of Eizidi personalities contemporary to Sheikh
Hasan, multiplied times than is in the book, however,
we cannot attribute the book to someone else, even
though the content of the book confirms that it
belongs to someone else, one thing I am sure of, it is
the atmosphere of mortal fear that surrounded the
Eizidis even after the demise of the rule of the Arab
Islamic caliphate and its perpetual persecution for six
centuries. As you can see in the phrases of the two
books absolute secrecy and an obvious warning from
the surrounding religions mentioned by the explicit
name (Jews, Christians and Islamy, and unparalleled

encouragement for the followers of the Sun religion,
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the religion of Tausi Malak, to adhere to their
religion and avoid mixing with them or coming into
contact with them, this is a decisive athrmation that
the three religions have nothing to do with the
religion of the two books, nor with their authors even
an 1ota.

As for the Islamic labels, they were used as a (Taqiyya)

and protection because of the Islamic government's
control over the country of the Dassinides until today,
they are in the two books much less than what is
mentioned in our well-known religious texts, and in
the hidden written Eizidi Mishoors which we found
them filled with praise and prayers and peace be upon
foreign personalities, especially the Muslim ones, as
there is neither mention nor any slightest gesture to
the ancient Mesopotamian ancient religions, not
Sumer no Gilgamesh no Napo no Ishtar no Demozu,
no Anlil no Aano no square cross, no rectangle cross
no monastery, no bell, no anything else, which the
ignorant Eizidis desperately struggle to link their

religion and rituals to the foreign ancient religions,....
and this was what relieved my chest and pleased me
too much, and was a strong motivation for us to study
and publish the two books so that they will be
conclusive historical evidence for the correctness of
what we have said and claimed and revealed the truth
with irrefutable historical evidences. They are two
books for the Eizidis only, in which they do not favor
any religion and do not glorifty any of the other
religions whom they call (the outsiders), even if it is a
respectless word that does not fit the codification,
perhaps because of the weak expression or translation,
but it is explicit, eloquent and frank, more over they
emphasize on being careful and being very cautious of
them (Jews, Christians and Islamy alike and not
believing in anything from their books except what
the Dassinid religion affirms, such as believing in the
oneness of the Creator God, unlike the Sun, they all
reject the Sun, while we consider it (the manifestation

of the Lord of the Worlds, God), and we turn to it in
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our prayers regarding it the image of God, here, I
wonder at the contradiction of Islam when they say in
an authentic Hadith (the sun rises from between the
two horns of Satan...y while in the Quran God is light
upon light, so where does His light come from?

The writer of the book, is a common normal
Dassinide, he was neither a religious man nor was
specialized in memorizing the religious texts,
otherwise, he would have referred to them with a
simple gesture, he has conveyed the public rhetoric
and the societal speech as it is, with innocence and
without reservation or courtesy, so he conveyed to us
the best true picture of the life of the Eizidis with
their religion in the hostile environment, which
might have been less violent than it was before that,
(certainly it was in the foggy period), and he also
transmitted to us some of what was available to him
from the anecdotal news of the past that we
desperately need. They are books for fearful, reclusive,

little-communicated people, who feel that their
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religion 1s the best of all religions.

[ was existed and still existing with Tausi Malak
before all the creatures, and he sent to this world a
servant of Tausi Malak, in order to distinguish things,
teach and guide his own people from error, first by
handing over orally, and then with this book of Jalwa

I was existed and I am still existing now, and I have
no end, and I have authority over creatures, and
manage the interests of all those who are under my
image, and [ am ready quickly to those who trust in
me and call me in time of need, as no part of the
world is devoid of me, I am involved in all the events

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according to their intentions, every time has its
manager according to my advice, every generation
changes, even the rulers of this world and the chiefs,
each one in his turn and his shift to complete his job,
[ give them permission according to the right of
nature to the man, they will regret and grieve who
resist me, all the Gods have no interference with my
work, preventing me by them is a serious issue, all
the books that are among the outsiders, they have
changed in them, and they have deviated oft them,
even if the prophets and messengers have written
them, because each one invalidates the other and
abrogates his book.

The truth and the falsehood are known to me when
they fall from experience, I give my covenant to
those who rely on me, and I give them the opinion
for the clever managers, because I have delegated
them for times known to me, I mention and move
the necessary matters at the time, I guide and teach

those who follow my teaching, and if they hear my
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words and agree with my advice, they find in it joy

and pleasant and it is good for them.

Chapter 2

I reward the oftspring of Adam with the types I know,
with my hand the strong and dominion over all that is
on the earth above and below it, I do not accept you
accompanying other worlds, and I do not prevent
the good of those who are mine and voluntarily obey
me and [ put my work in the hands of those I have
tried and they are according to my goals, I appear in
some types and forms to those who are peaceful and
under my order, I take and give, make rich and poor,
make happier or make more miserable, according to
circumstances and times, and no one has the right to
interfere with anything of my job, I bring sadness and
soreness upon those who oppose me, who dies from
my followers is not like the outsiders of Adam's
offspring, I do not allow anyone to stay this world

more than the limited time from me, and if I wanted,
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I would sent him again, second and third, to this

world or to another by transmigration of souls.

Chapter 3

I guide without a book, I dedicate by unseen my
beloved ones and my special ones, all my teachings
are without burdens that are compatible with the
situation and time, I will punish those who violate my
laws in other worlds, these descendants of Adam,
they do not know the suitable conditions, so they fall
many times in mistakes, the beasts of the land, the
birds of the sky, and the fish of the sea are all in my
hand, and under my control, all the treasuries and the
burials that are under the earth I have them, and I
leave them for the one whom I want, I show my
miracles and my wonders to those who accept them
and demand them from me at the time, the foreigners
are in opposition and in difference with me, and they
do not care about it, and they know it is harmful to

them, because the greatness, wealth, and richness are
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in my hand, and I choose who is worthy of it from
among the descendants of Adam, and the standards of
the world over generations and changing their
managers have been a system of mine since ancient

times.

Chapter 4

My rights I never give them to other Gods, four
elements, four seasons, and four directions, which I
arranged them for the necessities of creatures, the
books of foreigners as Jews, Christians and Islam,
accept from them what is in accordance with my
teachings, and whatever is contrary to them, do not
accept, because they have changed them. Three
things are against me and three things I hate. Those
who keep my secrets get my promises, and those who
suffer misfortunes because of me I must recompense
them with one of the worlds. All my followers I want
to be united in one bond, lest foreigners oppose them.

O you who followed all my commandments and
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teachings, deny all the teachings and sayings of the
foreigners that I did not do, and they are not from me,
do not mention my name or my attributes, lest you

regret it, because you do not know what foreigners

do.

Chapter 5

O you who have believed, honor my personality
and my image because they remind you of me. Keep
my teachings and my laws. you have to Obey and
listen to my servants with what they teach you from
the knowledge of the unseen that is from me,
memorize the knowledge they teach you, and do not
reveal it in front of outsiders such as Jews, Christians,
I[slam and others, because they do not know what are
my teachings, and do not give them your books, lest
they change them while you do not know, so
memorize the most unseen teachings so that they do

not change against you.
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2— The book of Miscehaff Rash:

In the beginning, God created a white Durr (diamond,
from his divine power, and created a bird named
Angher, and placed the Durr on its back, and lived on
it for forty thousand years.

On the first day, Sunday, angel Azazel was created
and he 1s Tausi Malak, the chief of all.

On Monday, angel Dardael was created, and he is
Sheikh Hassan

On Tuesday, angel Israfil was created, and he is the
sheikhshims

On Wednesday, angel Mikael was created, who is
Sheikhubakr

On Thursday, angel Gabriel was created, he is Sijadin

On Friday, angel Shamnael, who is Nasirdin, was
created

On Saturday, angel Nurael was created while he is
Fakhruddin.

And made Tausi Malak the chief over all
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After that He created the image of the seven heavens,
the earth, the sun, the moon and Fakhruddin, people,
animals, birds, and beasts, and put them in the
pockets of the Rag, and he came out of the Durr with
the angels, so he shouted on the Durr a great cry, and
it separated and became into four pieces, from its
belly the water came out and became a sea, and the
world was round without topography, then he
created Gabriel and the image of a bird, and sent with
his hand and placed four destinations, then he created
a boat and boarded in it thirty thousand years, and
after that he came and dwelt in the mountain of Lalish,
and he shouted in the world, and the sea was frozen,
and it became the earth, and it kept shaking, then at
that Gabriel brought two pieces of the white Durr, so
he placed one under the earth, and in the gate of
heaven the other settled, then he placed in it the sun
and the moon, and he created the stars from the
scattering of the white Durr and hung them in the sky

for the sake of decoration, and he created fruitful trees,
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plants and mountains for He created a throne on the
platform the earth, and the Almighty God said, “Oh
angels, I will create Adam — a human being, and
from his divine power will be Shahr ibn Jabr.” And
also from him it will be a sect following the sect of
Azazel, I mean Tausi Malak, which is the sect of the
Eizidis, then he sent Sheikhadi bin Musafir from the
land of the Levant, and sent him to Lalish, then the
Lord descended to the Black Mountain and shouted
and created thirty thousand angels, and separated
them into three groups, and they began to worship
for forty thousand years, then he handed them over to
Tausi Malak, so he ascended with them to the
heavens, then the Lord descended to the land of
Jerusalem, and commanded Gabriel, so he brought
dust from the four corners of the earth: soil, air, fire,
and water.

And Gabriel was commanded to enter Adam the
Paradise, and he commanded him to eat from every

tree, only wheat, not to eat.
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Then there were a hundred years left. then Tausi
Malak told the God : How can Adam multiply, and
where are his offspring if he does not eat from the
wheat tree? God told him that the matter and the
management, | handed them to you, so Tausi Malak
came and said to Adam, have you eaten the wheat?
Adam said: No, because God forbade me. Tausi
Malak said eat wheat it will become better for you,
then Adam ate the wheat, and immediately his
stomach was swollen, so Tausi Malak expelled him
out of Paradise, he left him and ascended to heaven,
so Adam was distressed by blowing his stomach
because he had no way out, so God sent a crow to
him and pecked his anus, and opened an exit for him,
so he was rested, Gabriel was absent from him for a
hundred years, and Adam was sad and weeping, so
God commanded Gabriel to create Eve from under
his left armpit, and after Eve and all the animals were
created, there was a quarrel between Adam and Eve

over the offspring and the affiliation of the firstborn
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¢humany race, and each of them said to the other that
the procreation is from me, and that was when they
saw the partnership of male and female between the
animals, and after discussion between them, the
agreement came to this:

That 1s, each one of them must cast his lust into a jar
and sealed its mouth with his seal, and they were
patient for nine months, and after that they opened
them so looked, and behold, Adams jar gave a pair of
babies, male and female, and of these our nation
procreated, and when Eve's jar was opened, they saw
in it a rotten, hateful-smelling worms, and God gave
Adam a breast to nurse the babies who came out of
his jar, and for the sake of nursing them, the man has
a breast.

After this, Adam knew Eve, and she bore two babies,
a male and a female, and they are the ones, from
whose offspring are the Jews, Christians, Islam and
other sects, as for Chet and Noah, @ they are

righteous and they are our first fathers, and from
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Adam only they reproduced, and after this, there was
an argument between a man and his wife at that time,
the man says that she is his woman and the woman
says that he i1s not her husband, so one of the
righteous from our nation ruled, and commanded
that every wedding should have a drum and trumpet,
for the sake of witnessing to the marriage, so that
people would hear that So-and-so man took the
meant woman by marriage .

Then Tausi Malak came down to earth for the sake of
our created sect, and he set up kings for us, except for
the kings of the ancient Assyrians, namely Nesrokh,
who 1is Nasirdin, and Kamoush, who is Fakhridin,
and Artemis, who is the Malak Shamsdin, after that,
we had two kings, Shapur, the first and the second,
and their reign lasted for one hundred and fifty years,
and from their offspring our princes were generated
until now.

And four kings hated us, and before the coming of

Christ to this world our religion was called pagan, and
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the king of Ahab was one of us, and they called him
the God of Ahab Beelzeboul, and now we call him
Peerboob, and we had a king in Babylon was called
Bakhtanzer and another in the Persians named
Ahshurash and in Constantinople another king named
Agricolaus, and all the Jews, Christians, Islam and
other sects, even the Ajam also resisted our religion,
but they are not able to overcome us, because our
God strengthens us over them and teaches us the

knowledge of the first and the last, among his

teachings is that before the creation of the heavens
and the earth, the God was present on the seas, as we
wrote to you earlier, and that he made for himself a
boat that floated in the seas, a promenade for Himself,
and that He created a Durr and stated on it for forty
years, and after that he became angry at the Durr and
kicked it, and to his amazing wonder, from its noise
became mountains, and from its roaring the hills, and

from its smoke the heavens, so the God ascended and

froze it and fixed it without pillars, and left it back to

26



the ground and took a pen in his hand, and began to
write the whole creation.

In the beginning, the God created six Gods from
Himselt and His Light, and thus their creation was
like one lighting a lamp from another lamp, the God
said, “I created the sky, so let one of you ascend and
create something in it.” So the second one ascended
and created the Sun, the third ascended and created
the moon, the fourth created the ark, the fifth created
the Qurgh, meaning the morning star, the sixth
created Paradise, and the seventh created Hell, and
after that, he created Adam and Eve as we wrote to
you previously.

And you have to know that the flood that came at the

time of Noah, it occurred another flood—--—and

our Fizidi nation who procreated from Naomi (1) for
the sake of the honorable king of peace who—-—the
king of Malky Meran, and the rest of the sects
procreated from Ham who insulted his father.

As for the ship, it started in the town of Ain Sivni,
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five leagues away from Mosul, and the reason for the
first flood, it was because of mocking, that the others,
such as the Jews, Christians, Islam and others who
procreated from Adam and Eve, not like us who
procreated from Adam only, as we had told you, but
the second flood came upon our Eizidi nation as well.
When the waters rose and the ship floated over the
water, it was settled on Mount of Sinjar, and it was
hit by a stone, so it was dug up, and the serpent
coiled itself down on the hole and blocked it, so the
ship sailed and rested on Mount of Judi, so the snake
sex increased and it was biting people and animals, so
they caught it and burned it with fire, and from its
ashes the fleas became in the world.

From the flood until now seven thousand years, and
in every thousand years one God from the seven
Gods descends, makes miracles, laws, and legislations
for us, then ascends to his place, his descent becomes
a Feast for us because all the holy places are with us,

and in this time God descended to us more than in
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the past, and we do not have prophets, and he used to
speak to us in the Kurdish language.

Once he bowed to Muhammad, the Prophet of the
Ismailis, and Muhammad have had a servant named
Muawiyah, so God looked at Prophet Muhammad,
and his head got a headache, and Muhammad said to
Muawiyah, “Come, shave my head.” because he
knew how to shave, so Muawiyah came and shaved
him lightly and difticultly until he wounded him and
the blood ran out of his head, when Muawiyah saw
that, he wiped the blood with his tongue so that not
to let it fall on the ground. Muhammad said to him:
What have you done, Muawiyah? Muawiyah
answered: [ licked it with my tongue, lest your blood
would fall on the ground, so Muhammad said to him,
“You have sinned in this, O Muawiyah, that you will
bring one nation after you, that would turn over my
nation.” Muawiyah said, “I will never enter the
world and never get married.” After a long time, God

set scorpions on Muawiyah, so they stung him and
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sprayed their poison in his face. So the doctors
decided that he should marry, or else he would die,
so when he heard that, he was satisfied with the
marriage, so they brought him an eighty-years-old
woman to marry, so that she would not become
pregnant, so he knew her, and on the next day, a
twenty-five-years-old girl was appeared, and that was
by the divine power of the Great God, and she
conceived and gave birth to our God, who is called
Yazid.

As for the foreign nations, they do not know this, and
they blaspheme him, they only erred in that and they
went astray. As for us - the Eizidis, we do not accept
that because we know him that he is one of the seven
mentioned deities. We know the image of his person
and his statue, which is the image of the rooster that
we have had. It is not permissible for any of us to
pronounce his name or resemble his name such as
Satan, Qaitan, Evil, Shatt, and the like, not even the

words: curse, cursed, sandal, and the like, all of them
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are forbidden to us first, and then out of respect for
him.

Then it is forbidden for us to eat lettuce because it is
in the name of our Khasses the Saints, and fish is
forbidden to us, out of respect for the Prophet Jonah,
and the deer because it is the sheep of one of our
Saints, and the Sheikh and his disciples, and it is
torbidden for them to eat the rooster for Taus our
God, and the squash 1is also, those whom we
mentioned do not eat.

And urinating while standing is also forbidden to us,
to wear clothes while sitting, to defecate in special
single room, as is the customary in the town, and to
wash in the bathroom, all of these are prohibited, and
whoever did it, has disbelieved, as for the rest of the
sects such as Jews, Christians, Islam, and other sects,
they do not know these things because they do not
like Tausi Malak, and for this reason, He also does not
teach them and does not come down with them, as

for us, the Eizidi community, he came to us and
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handed over to us the facts, verses, laws, and
supplications until they all became by procreation and
inheritance from father to the son, then ascended to

heaven.

B ‘EThe social life:

As for the Sanjaks, one of the seven Gods made them
and gave them to Solomon the Wise. After the death
of Solomon the Wise, our kings received them. And
on the day our God Yazid the Berber was born, he
took the Sanjaks to our nation with great reverence
and made two occasions for them so that they could
chant Qawls and praise, and move before them in the
acceptable Kurdish language. The meaning of the
chant is this: Praise be to the desirous mighty God,
and beating the drums, tambourines and cymbals
before them, and the place of storing of the sanjaks is
at our prince house who sitting on the throne of
Yazid. As for sending them out to tours, the Qawals

gather at the prince house and the representative of
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the great general sheikh and the representative on
behalf of Sheikh Nasrdin, that is, Nisrokh the God of
the ancient Assyrians, and they line themselves up to
visit the sanjaks, then they send one of them to the
Celts, the second to Aleppo, the third to the land of
Muskov, and the fourth to Mount Sinjar, these four
sanjaks are given to these qawals on guarantee. First,
they go with them to Sheikh Adi, there they are
baptized with great chanting and dancing. Each of
these guarantors takes a load of Sheikh Adi's soil and
make like nuts out of it to the size of tannins. They
carry them with the sanjaks to give them to the
visitors to bless them. When the owner of the sanjak
approaches a city or village, he sends a herald before
him so that they may prepare to receive him with
honor and reverence. They all get out to meet the
Taus in luxurious, beautiful clothes, with incense and
perfumes, and the women chant and say songs of joy.
Upon his entry, there is an auction of ten thousand in

the house that hosted it. As for the rest of the people
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of the town or village, they visit it with a gift of
money of silver, each one according to his ability.

As for the three remaining sanjaks of the seven, after
sending the four mentioned above, they are kept in a
holy place for visiting by ill people for recovery, two
of them are remained in Lalish and the other in the
village of Bahzani, which is four hours from Mosul.
Every four months one of the Tauses goes out in
tours around, one of them under the authority of the
emir. Every year one Sinjak is send to tours and in
order, and before leaving, it must be washed with
water acidified with sumac until it is cleaned of its rust,
then it is anointed with oil, then a lamp is lit in each
room has a sinjak in it, and this is how the sanjaks are
dealt with.

As for our New Year, it is the month of Nisan, and
on the first Wednesday in the week, it is the Feast of
Sarsal, | mean the New Year. Every house must have

meat. The rich slaughter sheep or bulls, and the poor

slaughter chickens or something else. It must be
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cooked on the aforementioned Wednesday eve, and
at dawn they the food is presented on the New Year
out of charity on the dead souls.

As for the young women and girls, they should gather
from the wilderness roses and flowers of every kind,
whatever is red in color, and tie them into bouquets
and keep them for three days and place them at the
doors as a baptism for the houses. On the morrow all
the doors will appear decorated with red lilies, as for
women, they place food on the graves for the poor
and the needy passersby who do not have food, and
the qawwals run around the graves with tambourines
and chant in the Kurdish language, and they are given
dirhams in return for that.

On this day, the aforementioned Sarsali, musical
instruments do not play because God is sitting on the
throne, ordering the knowledgeable and the close to
Him to gather and says to them: (I am intended to
descend to the earth with reverence and praise.) Then

they all stand up and rejoice before God and cast lots

of worship upon them and God will seal him with a
seal. Then the great God will give a document to the
God who will descend to the earth and will hand over
to Him the authority to do everything according to
His will.

As for fasting and prayer, God differentiates us from
them, but He wants good and charity for us. One of
the idols, such as Sijadin or Sheikh Shams, are better
than fasting. When one of the Kojaks fasts for forty
days in the summer or winter, one of the Mireed
must make a bless for him. And if he says:[" This is
the charity of the Sanjak of so-and-so,A and his fast is
blessed (brokeny, because the man of the year (I mean
the guardian of that year), When he sees that their
alms are insufficient, he strikes them with blows such
as death, diseases, and so on. When that happens, the
Qojaks must be given money so that they can fight
the Roman soldiers and avert the wrath of the
guardian of the year from the nation.

And every Friday, they must offer one lamb as alms to
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be sacrificed to the idol, after the servant gives a loud
informing from the roof of the kojak's house, saying:
(A prophet's invitation (meaning the Feast of so-and-
so's feasty they must listen in reverence attentively,
and each one has to kiss the ground, or the stone on
which he is leaning. Also, one of our laws is that the
Sayers do not shave their beard, and when wedding, a
loaf of bread must be given from the sheikh's house,
the groom eats half of it and the bride eats the other
half, as a marriage law, or, instead of the bread, they
eat a little of the sheikh's soil, as a blessing.

In the month of April, marriage is forbidden because
it is the New Year, except for the Mir who is
permitted to marry whomever he desires. As for the
daughters of the Kochacs, the Mireeds are not
allowed to marry them, except within their class, they
are allowed to marry from ten to eighty years old, and
he can marry one until to six wives, and when they
bring the bride to the groom's house, she must visit all

the sacred points she passes on her way, even if she
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passed by a Christian church, she is also obligated to
visit it. When she arrives at the groom's house, the
groom must hit her with a small stone so that she be
under his authority, and they have to break a loaf of
bread on her head so that she will love the poor and
needy, and on Wednesday and Friday nights
intercourse is forbidden. All of this, 1s obligatory for
every Yazidi to comply and whoever disobeys is an
infidel.

If someone kidnapped his companion's wife, or his
first wife, or his sister, or his mother, he is not
obligated to pay her dowry because she is the earning
of his hand. As for the daughters, they do not have an
inheritance in their father's house. Rather, the
daughter is sold like a field. If she refused to marry,

she must pay her father in service until he releases her.

Introduction
The whole book is devoted to Tausi Malak, his
functions, are the functions of God, his attributes are
the attributes of the God, his power is absolute and all
the affairs of the universe are in his hand, but the

writer begins by saying (I was present with Tausi
Malak, preceding all God's creaturesy so who was the

one who had been with Tausi Malak before all God's
creatures? He certainly does not mean Tausi Malak,
nor the God, so is he meaning Sheikhady? Then why
was his name not mentioned to the end of the book?
Or was he Eizzi? This also was not mentioned, then
he adds: [And he is the one who sent the servant of
Tausi Malak to advice his people and make them
understand and teach and distinguish the good from
bad...] Undoubtedly here he means Sheikhady,
because in Miscehaft Rash there is an indication to

this meaning, as he says [Then he sent Sheikhadi bin
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Musafir from the land of the Levant, to Lalish] but the
speech there, 1s about the God, so it means that Tausi
Malak himself 1s the God, then the scribe of Jalwah
continues in his speech, saying : [first by wverbal
transmission and then with this: the book of Jalwah,
which any of those outsiders is not allowed to read or
see| that is by means of the knowledge of the chest
and oral convey, so that the outsiders have no scope
to see it, he is meaning all the non-Eizidis and not
only the Muslim Kharijites, this is clear in other
similar expressions, just as there were no Muslim
Kharijites at the time of composing this book.

What i1s worth mentioning here is that we do not
pronounce the name Tausi Malak as (Tauus Malak)
nor Malak Tauus at all, including the residents of
Bashiga and Bahzani, but this is the name that the
foreigners call him, and thus was mentioned in the
two books to their end, but however this complex
can be resolved and explained, perhaps the Dassinides

of Mosul would have been pronouncing it in this way
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at first, or perhaps the transfer and the recopying at
the hands of foreigners may have distorted its name
according to the name of Tauus of Sheikhady the -
Sinjaq after it was introduced to the Dassinide society,
as His name that preceded the arrival of Sheikh Adi
was (Tausi Peer), not to mention the weakness in

expression that can indicate very different meanings.

Chapter 1:
At first he says

[I was existing, and I am existing now, and I have no
end... there is no a place in the world is devoid of me]
This is exactly the definition of the God by us, He is
eternal and existed in everywhere and every time,
omnipotent and a theologian, whose description does
not come to a mind, present in hearts and consciences
at the same time, and he continues:

[I have dominion over all creatures and manage the
interest of all who are under my image| Whose image?

Here 1s the dilemma, I think that it is a metaphorical
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expression meaning those who believe in Him
without naming them by any name until the end of
the book. Then he says:

[I am involved in all the events that the outsiders
name them, evil because they are not according to
their intentions...] Have you ever found a sane one
who approves evil accusations against himself? Then
what are these actions that the outsiders name them
evil? Did he burn their crops or withhold the rain
from them or drown them in floods or did He steal
their sheep or kill their children...? The one who

blocks the rain in the dry years is the God, and who
kills the children is Azrael, God's representative by

everyone's admission, but instead, they have him as a
holy angel, or is he Nimrod, who they say in his
superstition story that he was fighting the God, so he
was climbing the ziggurat and pointing up his arrow
towards the sky and says I killed the God.....?
mockingly absurdities do not end in the oppressed

persecuted heritage, it is due to abstaining from
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entering Islam only, and avoiding its pressure and
persecution and everyone who refuses to enter Islam
other than the people of Dhimma is an infidel, his
blood is wasted and his God is Satan, the owner of the
evil and mischief in Islam, the Jews do not know him
and the Christians do not use a sword. The sword of
the Arabic Islam was basically not for the worship of
God after the death of the Messenger, but for the
spoils and captives, and if the Messenger had lived
until after the fall of the Sasanians, he would have
imposed the ongoing tax (jizya) instead of killing and
looting for one time, or imposing Islam on them to
get the payment of zakat only, which was less than a
quarter of the jizya, or they might be exempted, but
after the death of the Messenger and the interruption
of revelation, the legislation ended and changing was
not allowed, especially since there were other reasons
that necessitated the extermination of the Sassanid
Zoroastrian people in its large size, which was a great

danger to the future of the occupier, and in fact their
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revolutions never stopped, all the revolutions that
took place in the name of the Ahl al-Bayt against the
Islamic authority were on the shoulders of the
Dassinite Sassanids, whether they had converted to
Islam in the name of the Tawabun or not yet. The
issue was not only religious, but spoils, captivity,
occupation and Arabization as well, religion was a
matter of submission and surrender, and Islam did not
settle in Iraq except during the Abbasid era after too
many revolutions under the name of Ahl-al Bayt, and
after transferring the caliphate to Iraq and building
Baghdad from the ruins of Al-Madain, Ctesiphon,
After that, Iran was the source of the successive
revolutions until they brought in Hulagu and
eliminated them, then the next role was for the
Turkish Islam, which was in the country of the
Khaltan, a real part of the Abbasid era.

Thus, it became clear that the confusion in the
definition of Tausi, Malak (Tausi Peery among the

Dasinids is not recent, and had preceded the advent of
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Sheikhady and the formation of the Eizidi religion,
but rather since the first Islamic invasions until the
appearance of Salah al-Din, the bloody persecutions
were continuing under the same slogan (be Muslim,
be safey and whoever rejects it, he is an infidel, and his
God is the evil devil the enemy of Allah u Akber,
whoever he be, and if the Adanites had not concealed
Eizid the red the Babylonian God, under the name of
Yazid Ibn Muawiyah the Caliph of Islam, this one
would have been turned into a demon as well, so the
accusation was settled against Tausi Malak, and the
meanings branched and spread, until the name of
Tausi Malak was proven as the Kurdish name for the

Arabic Satan, which is the source of evil among them,
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
